Minutes from the April meeting were reviewed and with no objections approved.
One Voice Rally – The One Voice Rally which was held on Tuesday, May 3rd was a tremendous success!  Over 7,000 educators took part in the rally which was 2,000 over NCAE’s goal.  The rally at one point caused the General Assembly to recess and representatives could be seen on the balcony looking out at the crowd.  Moore County had 24 educators attend.  

Statewide Lobby Day – Wednesday, June 15th will be a statewide lobby day for all educators.  All educators are encouraged to attend...it is time to turn in our red t-shirts for professional attire and speak one on one to our legislators.  In conjunction with this we are asking that each school place a penny collection jar in their workroom.  All school employees are encouraged to donate pennies to represent our students.  We have been given the approval of Dr. Purser and there will be a write up in her next “Something Extra”. We will be coordinating pick up of the pennies on June 13th and 14th which are workdays.  Please encourage all your employees to participate in the collection and the statewide lobby day on June 15th. Budget:  On Tuesday, April 19th Dr. Purser presented her budget to the County Commissioners.  Several weeks later, the County Manager, Cary McSwain presented his budget to the Commissioners which represented no increase in funding for Moore County Schools.  Mr. McSwain stated that the additional $3.1 million we were requesting due to the shortfall was the state’s responsibility and not the county’s.  Tonight the Public Hearing on the Budget will be held at the Carthage Courthouse and Debbie encouraged everyone to attend.  She will be addressing the Commissioners for the necessity on fully funding Dr. Purser’s budget request.
MCAE Scholarship:  Four applications have been received.  The Scholarship Committee will meet in the next two weeks to review and select award winners.
AR Training Opportunities:  NCAE will be holding an AR Training on Saturday, June 11th at the NCAE Center.  Registration begins at 8:45 and the session will begin at 9:15 through 2:30.
